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Jun Markl
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Jun Mérkl is a highly respected interpreter of the

core German repertory, and has become known
for his refined and idiomatic explorations of the
French Impressionists. He currently serves as
Music Director of the Taiwan Philharmonic (the
National Symphony Orchestra), and Principal
Guest Conductor of the Residentie Orkest of
The Hague. He has also been appointed Artistic
Advisor of the Indianapolis Symphony Orchestra
and Principal Guest Conductor of the Oregon
Symphony in the United States. His long-
standing relationships with the state operas of
Vienna, Berlin, Munich, Semperoper Dresden
and the Metropolitan Opera New York have been
complemented by his music directorships of the
Orchestre National de Lyon, the MDR Leipzig
Radio Symphony Orchestra and the Basque
National Orchestra. Jun Markl guest conducts
leading orchestras in North and South America,

Asia, Australia, New Zealand and Europe.

In recognition of his achievements in France, he
was honoured in 2012 with the Chevalier de 1'Ordre
des Arts et des Lettres. Markl has an extensive
discography - among the 60 albums he has
recorded are the complete Schumann symphonies
with the NHK Symphony Orchestra, Mendelssohn
and Wagner with the MDR Leipzig Radio
Symphony Orchestra, R.Strauss and Mussorgsky
with the Tonkiinstler Orchester Wien and works by
Ravel, Messiaen and a highly acclaimed Debussy
series with the Orchestre National de Lyon. He is
currently working on a cycle of works by Saint-

Saéns and Toshio Hosokawa.

Born in Munich, Mérkl won the conducting
competition of the Deutscher Musikrat in 1986 and
studied at Tanglewood with Leonard Bernstein
and Seiji Ozawa. Soon afterwards, he appeared in
opera houses throughout Europe, Japan and USA
followed by his first music directorships at the
Staatstheater Saarbriicken and the Nationaltheater

Mannheim.

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Taiwan-born conductor Shao-Chia Li studied
music in Taipei, later at Indiana University in
Bloomington, USA, and also at Vienna's College of
Music. His training resulted in first prizes at three
renowned international conductor competitions:
Besancgon (France), Pedrotti (Italy) and Kondrashin
(the Netherlands).

Shao-Chia Lii accepted positions as General Music
Director of the Koblenz Theater (1998-2001), the
Staatsorchester Rheinische Philharmonie Koblenz
(1998-2004), and the Staatsoper Hannover (2001-
2006). He was also Chief Conductor of the South
Denmark Philharmonic from 2014 to 2017.

Shao-Chia Lii appears regularly as guest conductor
at several world-renowned opera houses, including
Opera Australia in Sydney and Melbourne, the
English National Opera, Théatre de la Monnaie in
Brussels, Den Norske Opera in Oslo, Gothenburg
Opera, Oper Frankfurt, Staatsoper Hamburg and
Stuttgart, Deutsche Oper and Komische Oper
Berlin. Alongside his opera activities, Lii is equally
at home on concert podiums. Lii has worked
frequently with many leading European orchestras
such as the Royal Concertgebouw Orchestra in
Amsterdam, Minchner Philharmoniker, SWR
Stuttgart, Rundfunk-Sinfonieorchester Berlin,
the Oslo Philharmonic, the Swedish Radio
Orchestra, the Goteborg Sinfoniker, Orchestra
dell'Accademia Nazionale di Santa Cecilia, and
Orchestre National de France. In Asia, Li has
worked with the Hong Kong Philharmonic, NHK,
New Japan Philharmonic, Seoul Philharmonic,
KBS Symphony Orchestra and leading orchestras

in China.

Shao-Chia Li was Music Director of the Taiwan
Philharmonic (the National Symphony Orchestra)
from 2010 to 2020, and has been honored with the
title Conductor Emeritus in 2021. He has also held
the Distinguished Chair Professor position at Taipei
National University of the Arts since September 2020.
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Glinther Herbig divides his activities today
between Europe, North America and the Far East
in a career that has been equally distinguished
on all three continents. Herbig's musical training
took place in Central Europe where he studied
with Hermann Abendroth, Herbert von Karajan
and Hermann Scherchen. In 1972 he was
named General Music Director of the Dresden
Philharmonic and held the same post with the
Konzerthaus Orchester Berlin from 1977 to 1983.

In Europe Herbig became Principal Guest
Conductor of the BBC Philharmonic in 1979 and
was soon invited to conduct such major ensembles
as the Philharmonia Orchestra London, the
London Symphony, the Royal Philharmonic
London, the Orchestre de Paris, the Orchestre
de la Suisse Romande in Geneva, the Residentie
Orkest in The Hague and the Israel Philharmonic.
In 1984 Herbig moved to the United States and
served for ten years as Music Director of the
Detroit and later the Toronto Symphony Orchestra.
He has since conducted the orchestras of New
York, Chicago, Boston, Philadelphia, Cleveland,
San Francisco and Los Angeles among many
others. He has toured the U.S. several times with
the Detroit Symphony Orchestra, and in 1989
conducted the orchestra on a European tour. In
1991 he led the Toronto Symphony to Europe after
having toured with them in the USA, Australia,
Singapore, Taiwan and Japan.

Herbig has recorded more than 120 works,
including cycles of Haydn and Brahms
symphonies. His releases include Beethoven's
Symphony Nos.3 and 5, Schubert's Nos.8 and 9,
Brahms's No.1, Mahler's No.5 and Strauss's Ein
Heldenleben with the BBC Philharmonic and the
Royal Philharmonic London. As Chief Conductor
of the Deutsche Radio Philharmonie, he recorded
between 2001 and 2006 several symphonies of
Bruckner and Shostakovich. He has been the
Conductor Laureate of the Taiwan Philharmonic
since 2010.
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Prior to his being admitted to the National Institute of the
Arts, Teng was awarded with prize of the violin at the 7th
Concerto Competition, 1992, sponsored by the Taipei City
Symphony. The summer followed, he was heard in the
Pacific Music Festival, Sapporo, Japan. During the college
days, he was the leader of the Taipei Orchestra, which
was directed by his teacher, Maestro Kek-Tjiang Lim.

Teng has been the associate concertmaster since 2005,
and now acting concertmaster to National Symphony
Orchestra. In 2002, He was appointed the concertmaster
and assistant conductor to the Evergreen Symphony
Orchestra. He has been invited to be artist-in-residence
to Taipei Philharmonic Youth Orchestra, and faculty in
Shuan-Yin International Music Festival and EuroArts
International Music Festival. His engagement in the
annual Eslite Chamber Music Festival, as one of the
founder members with the Infinite String Quartet, is in the
spotlight for the high achievement of ensemble artistry.
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Taiwan-born conductor Yao-Yu Wu began his
conducting studies in 2011 at Taipei National
University of the Arts. Further studies were
undertaken at the Universitédt fiir Musik und
darstellende Kunst in Vienna. Wu came to
international attention at the 53rd Besancon
International Competition for Young Conductors
in 2013, where he won the Grand Prix de Direction
(First Prize,) Coup de Coeur L'Orchestre (Prize
from the Orchestra,) and Coup de Coeur du Public
(Audience Prize), thereupon launching his career
conducting well-known orchestras and music
festivals in Europe. In addition to conducting
opera, Wu has served as Music Director and Chief
Conductor of the Taipei Philharmonic Youth
Orchestra since 2020. The 2022-2023 season will
be his second year participating in the I-Mei NSO
Conducting Fellowship Program.
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Taiwanese Conductor Su-Han Yang graduated from
the Hochschule fiir Musik Hanns Eisler Berlin,
the National Taiwan Normal University, and the
Tunghai University, where he studied conducting
with Christian Ehwald, Hans-Dieter Baum, Apo
Ching-Hsin Hsu, and Annie Chung. Yang also
won first prize in the 10th International Grzegorz
Fitelberg Competition for Conductors in 2017. Yang
has collaborated with the Taiwan Philharmonic, the
Taipei Chinese Orchestra, and many professional
orchestras in Europe. Since 2016 he has been
working regularly with the Camerata Taiwan, and
has been invited to perform at many international
music festivals. Yang also worked with Riccardo
Muti at the Italian Opera Academy in 2015. In
2018 he became a mentee of Peter E6tvos in his
Mentoring Program. The 2022-2023 season will be
Yang's second year participating in the I-Mei NSO
Conducting Fellowship Program.

Founded in 1986, the Taiwan Philharmonic, also
known as the National Symphony Orchestra
(NSO) at home, has been hailed as one of the
best orchestras in Asia. With some of the finest
musical talent from at home and abroad, trained
at top schools and international orchestras, the
NSO enjoys a unique voice rich in diversity and
tradition. Under the leadership of Jun Mérkl as the
music director since January 2022, the NSO aspires
to resonate throughout the world as the cultural
ambassador of Taiwan. Music by Taiwanese
composers is extensively commissioned,

performed, and recorded by the NSO.

As the orchestra affiliated with the National
Performing Arts Center, the NSO presents a
40-week season of approximately 80 events -
concerts, chamber recitals, operas, and crossover
productions. Performing not only for audiences
throughout Taiwan, the NSO also tours regularly
overseas, having performed in such musical
centers as Paris, Vienna, Berlin, Milan, Tokyo,
Beijing, Shanghai, Singapore, Los Angeles, and

many other cities.

The NSO has worked with internationally
acclaimed conductors such as Lorin Maazel,
Rudolf Barshai, Sir Neville Marriner, Gennady
Rozhdestvensky, Christopher Hogwood, Leonard
Slatkin, and Osmo Vinskd; with singers Mirella
Freni, Ileana Cotrubas, Luciano Pavarotti, Pldcido
Domingo, Bryn Terfel, and Thomas Hampson;
with instrumental soloists Ivo Pogoreli¢, Daniil
Trifonov, and Mstislav Rostropovich; and with
composers Krzysztof Penderecki, Jorg Widmann,

Qigang Chen, and Brett Dean.

In addition to producing Wagner's complete
cycle Der Ring des Nibelungen in both 2006
and 2016, the NSO's operatic endeavors have
extended to nearly 30 productions including
Mozart's Don Giovanni, Le nozze di Figaro,
and Cosi fan tutte; Wagner's Parsifal, Verdi's
Otello and Falstaff, Puccini's Tosca, La bohéme,
Madama Butterfly, and Il trittico, Strauss's
Salome and Der Rosenkavalier, and Barték's
Bluebeard's Castle. Crossover productions loved by
audiences and praised by critics include the
musical On the Road and Qian Yi's installation

opera Paradise Interrupted.

Members of the NSO present extensive programs
of chamber music, often joining with prominent
musicians in residence with the orchestra such as
pianist Kun-Woo Paik; clarinetist, composer, and
conductor Jorg Widmann; composer, violist, and
conductor Brett Dean; and violinist Paul Huang, as
well as with visiting groups and instrumentalists
like the Chamber Music Society of Lincoln Center,
cellist Wen-Sinn Yang, violinists Ray Chen and
Richard Lin, and horn player Radovan Vlatkovi¢.
The NSO has also worked with dance companies
such as the Royal Ballet, the Kiev National Ballet,
and the Bolshoi Ballet.

In addition to its performances in concert halls
and opera houses, members of the NSO also
offer musical events at nursing homes, mountain
villages, and underprivileged communities all over
Taiwan. Mobilizing resources from private sectors,
the NSO organizes over 100 outreach activities
annually for more than 10,000 participants of all
ages and all kinds of groups in Taiwan. Their work
at schools goes beyond just professional training
to include artistic participation and cultural
leadership, earning them a young audience and
demonstrating a social responsibility exceptional

for a classical orchestra.
